The children are developing
confident scissor skills.

We recalled what happened
when we had our practice fire drill and discussed what to do if there was ever a home fire.
The children made very sensible suggestions about what we should and shouldn't do. We
discussed making 999 calls if there was ever a real emergency and the importance of the
children knowing their home address. The children made fire safety posters to remind people
to "Get out and stay out!” and we sang our “Fire Fighter” song.

In Read Write Inc, we added new sounds sh, j, vandy. The children have been working hard
to select and position the magnetic tile letters to spell CVC words. They worked hard, with
their perfect partners, to blend and read across the words.

The children have been trying hard to show what they know during Guided Reading. They
have been using the pictures to help make sense of the storyline. They have looked closely at
character expressions to think how they might be feeling.
