Dear Parents and carers,

Welcome to the new school year. T hope that everyone was able to enjoy the sunshine.
In the mornings registers are taken at 9.00 but children are encouraged to be in
school from 8.50 to take part in classroom activities. Children are collected from the
classroom door at 3.15, We are lucky this year to be supported by Mrs Newbould.

As you know our topic this term is 'Home Sweet Home'. We will be learning about
Excalibur, Alsager and the wider area. Our English work will be based around several
books by leading authors such as Lynley Dodd, Julia Donaldson and Nick Butterworth.
We will use these books to inspire our writing and to improve our grammatical
knowledge. Throughout the term we will practise letter formation and begin to develop
cursive handwriting.

In maths we will be clicking and clapping our way through the 2x, 5x and 10x tables.
Please practise at home in order first and then random questions. We will secure our
knowledge of place value and use this to solve problems using the four rules of number.

Homework

MyMaths homework will be set each week which children complete online at home,
passwords can be found in planners.
