book). The Guided Reading task will be set on a Friday to
be returned by the following Wednesday. Please read with
your child as often as possible and make comments in their
planner. Planners will be taken in overnight on your child's allocated
Guided Reading day and this is my opportunity to read any comments
you may have written.
