As part of our World War Two topic this term, | have arranged for Year 5 to visit Woodcocks’ Well Primary
School for an ‘Evacuation Experience’. Upon arrival, they will be whisked back to the war years to learn
about what life was like for the evacuees who had to move away from Manchester and go to live at Mow
Cop. The children will learn about the problems there might have been with gas bombs and how every
man, woman and child was issued with a gas mask. They will even be shown how to put on a mask
themselves.
