PROPOSED EXPANSION OF CRANBERRY ACADEMY
The Local Authority has a statutory duty to provide sufficient school places for children resident in its area. An analysis of the latest pupil forecasts has identified the need to provide additional primary school places in Alsager in response to increasing pupil populations. The data produced indicates the need for an extra 105 school places (Reception to year 6) which, if agreed, would provide 15 additional places per year group, implemented on a phased basis from September 2019.  

A consultation document providing full details of the proposal, including the decision-making process and key dates, is published on the Council’s and school’s  website together with a link to the electronic survey response or a PDF form for you to feedback your views on this proposal. In addition a drop in session will be held at the school on Friday 10 November 2017 at 3.00pm - 4.00pm.
